We kindly request that smokers take the comfort
of other passengers into consideration. Smoking is always
prohibited on the blue lagoon deck and covered areas of the
spanker and lido deck as well as on the sun deck and balconies
(SEA CLOUD SPIRIT).

The ship's management team will decide where and when
swimming stops will take place; subject to weather conditions
and approval from the appropriate authorities. Furthermore, we
offer stand-up paddleboards when going ashore on a beach, as
well as a towable tube.
